Guidelines & Focus of CHEJ’s Grants Program

Please read carefully the guidelines and areas of interest before you apply. The closer your project is to the focus of the Center for Health, Environment & Justice’s (CHEJ) program, the better chance you have to succeed in securing funding. CHEJ supports a wide range of issues, however, we have a limited amount of funds, which were provided to support a specific focus. That doesn’t mean that your work outside the focus is less important – it is important, just out of our area of focus. If you have questions about your project and if it will meet the guidelines please call and ask before you invest your valuable time in filling out the forms. We’ll give you an honest answer.

CHEJ prioritizes community-based organizations aiming to have local, state and regional impact as the core of the health and environmental justice movement. CHEJ believes that no social change on behalf of the exploited comes without strong community-based organizations. 

This small grants program is focused on:  

Improving the environmental health outcomes for grassroots communities and laying the groundwork to establish environmental health organizing as a priority.  

To this end, we are looking for proposals/projects that train and assist local people to work toward attaining justice, to become empowered to protect their communities from environmental threats and build strong locally controlled organizations. For example:

· Skill-building sessions that cover such topics as developing organizational structure, building broad based coalitions, raising money, working with the media, strategic planning, motivating volunteers.

· Events that facilitate networking and coalition building on a regional or statewide scale.

· Workshops to educate communities about specific local polluting facilities or proposed facilities and develop strategies for reducing or eliminating the environmental threat.

· Testing, such as drinking water and air, or studies such as a health survey, but only if connected to a strategic approach to build a stronger organization, move a decision maker or other goals. 

· A limited number of general support grants will be supported for organizations with budgets under $250,000.

We unfortunately cannot support proposals/projects that fall in any of the categories below.

· Individuals

· National organizations

· Organizations with an annual budget over $1 Million

· Organizations outside of the United States

· National campaigns, except local/statewide group-specific efforts that may fit in to such a campaign.

· Legal work or lobbying

· General support for organizations with budgets over $250,00
